In Water and Rivers, the pupils learn about the water cycle and the importance of water conservation as well as
the stages of the river. They explore the diversity of wildlife along the river banks as well as the river habitats
under the surface (when water levels are low enough for river dipping).

Curriculum Links

Explore the Water of Leith, learn about the diversity of its wildlife and its rich human history, see the water
cycle in action and consider ways to conserve this valuable source. Activities: interactive exhibition, activity
walk, river dipping, surveys and art workshop.

Pupils engage in classroom activities and explore our interactive exhibition and quiz to learn about the wildlife
and human history of the river. They explore the river on a guided walk led by our teacher. In the afternoon the
pupils participate in a river-themed art project.

Children should
wear wellies if they have them. We have extra wellies and waterproofs which we are happy to lend.
